Patient rights
	1.  A patient has the right to considerate professional health care provided by qualified workers with understanding.
2.  A Patient has the right to know the name of the doctor and other health care workers, who are treating him. He has the right to ask for privacy and services according to the institution´s facilities, as well as the right for the possibility to meet members of their family or their friends on a  daily basis. Restrictions of these (continual) visits can be applied only for serious reasons.

3.  A Patient has the right to obtain all necessary data from his doctor in order to be able to decide, before each diagnostic or therapeutic procedure. Except in emergency cases, a patient should be appropriately informed about possible risks, which are linked with the hospital´s standard procedure. If there are other alternative procedures or if a patient demands information about medical alternatives, he has the right to be familiarized with these. He also has the right to know the names of the professionals participating in such procedures. 

4. Patients have the right, within the law, to refuse the treatment and at the same time to be informed about the health consequences of their decision.

5.  During ambulatory and hospital examination, treatment and medication, a patient has the right for maximum consideration of their privacy and dignity in context with the treatment. Analysis of cases, consultations and treatment are confidential and must be carried out discreetly. The presence of individuals, who are not directly participating in the treatment, has to be agreed with the patient, this also applies to the faculty institution, unless the patient has given consent for these individuals to attend.

6.  A patient has the right to anticipate, that all reports and records relevant to his treatment are considered as confidential. Protection of information about the patient must be secured even in the case of computer processing.

7.  A patient has the right to expect, that the hospital will adequately fulfil their requests for providing care appropriate to the character of their illness, according to its clinical nature. If necessary, the patient can be transferred into another medical institution, or be transferred there once they have received a full explanation and information on the necessity of such a transfer, and on other possible alternatives. The institute which will be taking such a patient into its care, must agree on the transfer prior to it taking place. 

8.  A patient has the right to expect, that his treatment will be implemented with adequate continuity. They have the right to know in advance, which doctors, what surgery hours and in what locations they are available to them. After being discharged from hospital the patient has the right to expect that the hospital will decide on the procedure whereby his doctor will continue supplying information on their follow up care. 

9.  A patient has the right to detailed and intelligible explanation in a case where the doctor decided to adopt non-standard or experimental procedure. 

Written, conscious consent of the patient is a condition for initiation of non-therapeutic or therapeutic research. The patient has the right to withdraw from the experiment at his own discretion without giving a reason, provided he was instructed in the possible health results of such a decision. 

10.   A patient has the right to compassionate care from all medical professionals in the last stage of their life, they must respect his wishes, as long as these are not in conflict with valid laws. 

11.  A patient has the right and an obligation to know and to adhere to valid rules of the medical institution where he is being treated, in accordance with the hospital regulations. The patient has the right to monitor their treatment charges and request an explanation of all details regardless of who is actually paying the account.
